EURASIP Plenary Lecture at the eNTERFACE’10 Workshop
The 6th eNTERFACE’10 Workshop of Multimodal User Interfaces was hosted by the University of Amsterdam during 12 July-6 August 2010. This series of workshops aim at establishing a tradition of collaborative, localized research and development work by gathering, in a single place, a team of leading professionals in multimodal man-machine interfaces together with students (both graduate and undergraduate), to work on a pre-specified list of challenges, for 4 complete weeks. In this respect, they represent an innovative and intensive collaboration scheme, designed to allow researchers to integrate their software tools, deploy demonstrators, collect novel databases, and work side by side with a host of experts. The eNTERFACE’10 had about 65 participants from 18 countries.

The EURASIP Plenary Lecture on “Information fusion in content-based retrieval from multimedia databases” was given by Dr. Josef Kittler (EURASIP Fellow, University of Surrey) on 4 August 2010. In addition to the participants of the eNTERFACE, students and faculty of University of Amsterdam, as well as researchers from other Dutch institutions attended the lecture. Dr. Kittler described the state of the art in content-based retrieval, sketched the outline and outcomes of the FP6 Vidi Video Project, and described how feature multiple kernel learning and feature space denoising can be used to improve the performance in content-based retrieval.
